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DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS:

The duties do not
include repair jobs involving skilled work, except in the capacity of assisting an Automotive Mechanic or
similar title. Duties requiring a less complex skill are performed independently.

Receives on-the-job training in automotive, construction equipment, and/or fire equipment
mechanics;

Performs preventive maintenance work on automobiles, fire apparatus, highway construction and
maintenance equipment, including checking fluids, changing oil, changing filters, inspecting and
repairing brakes, greasing components and performing tune-ups;

Assists in the repair of gasoline and diesel engines, including the repair or replacement of
electrical, hydraulic, cooling drive train, braking, steering and fuel system components;
Assembles and disassembles automotive, construction and/or fire equipment;

Keeps equipment in a clean and safe operating condition;

May perform field repairs on equipment and operate same;

May participate in snow and ice control activities;

Maintains work area in a clean and safe environment.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES:

Working knowledge of principles, practices and tools of the automotive and construction equipment

mechanic trade;

Working knowledge of safety practices and OSHA standards for the trade;
Ability to perform mechanical work;

Ability to understand simple written and oral directions;

Personal characteristics necessary to perform the duties of the position;
Physical condition commensurate with the demands of the position.
